FACT SHEET: INTRODUCTION TO FAIR HOUSING

What is fair housing?

Fair housing is the right to choose housing free from unlawful discrimination.
Federal, state and local fair housing laws protect people from discrimination in
housing transactions such as rentals, sales, lending, appraisals, and insurance.
Specifically, the federal Fair Housing Act and Michigan’s Elliott-Larsen Civil Rights Act

SIGNS OF POSSIBLE DISCRIMINATION, IF BASED ON A PROTECTED CLASS

e Refusing to rent or sell to you or your family

» Being restricted to a certain floor or area of a complex

* Being charged extra fees or higher rent

e Charging rent per bedroom in a single family home

» Being told the unit just rented, even though it has an ‘available’ sign

» Being told you won’t be safe, neighbors won’t want you there, or the neighborhood is not ‘right’ for you
e Terms, conditions, or availability change between phone contact and an in-person visit

e Filling out an application and waiting an unreasonable time for a decision
